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The Southern Baptist Convention meeting in Orlando, Florida, June 15, 2010, recommended that pastors
lead their “church by calling a Solemn Assembly in January 2011 for the purpose of calling Christ’s
people to return to God, to repentance, and to humility in service to a renewed commitment to Christ
and the Great Commission.” At their request, | offer the following suggestions to assist you in leading a
time of repentance and renewed commitment to our Lord Jesus Christ.

I. Prepare for a Solemn Assembly [read More]
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. Enlist or identify a leadership team (2 or more including the pastor)

. Study “The Call to Prayer and Solemn Assembly” issued in 1989 [Read More]
. Pray for the Lord’s specific directions for your church.

. Call the entire membership to participate.
